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The end of the II World War and the dissolution of the 
colonies, started a transitional period in which the 
African-countries gained independence, and also the state of 
Israel. This historical narrative created an ideological 
denominator, based on democracy, socialism, labor, and 
nationalism.
Since then the African-countries have undergone many Since then the African-countries have undergone many 
upheavals: frequent exchange of dominations, invasion of 
external capitalist-mechanisms, and the rise of radical Islam. 
All those have clouded on the relations with Israel so that 
mutual acquaintance has been replaced by suspicion and 
hostility. The peak of that crisis took place during the 'Six-Day 
War', then the African-countries saw in Israel as part of the 
'occupying countries' and 'Western frontier'.
Despite this turning point, Israeli entrepreneurs continued to 
manage latent commercial activity around the sub-Saharan 
markets.

During the 1990s the diplomatic ties were renewed but under During the 1990s the diplomatic ties were renewed but under 
a new cover of corny-capitalism and neo-colonialism. 
Nowadays those trends are raising controversy, criticism and 
wondering about its ramifications.

institutionalized trade, transparent and free from individual 
interests, which gives access to a broad segment of the 
population and markets.
The railway is stretching along the Nile-River based on The railway is stretching along the Nile-River based on 
existing infrastructure. The added virtue is in the ability of it to 
dismantle the continent into fragments, inflate local values 
and to connect Israel as a chain-link within the dynamic fabric 
of Africa.
The project presents feasibility for two train-stations: one in 
Juba, South-Sudan; and Beer-Sheva, Israel.
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
